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Group Volunteering

at HSI. Volunteers are very important people at HSI. As a non-profit organization, we rely on the
assistance of caring, animal-loving individuals and groups in all of our programs.

Age Requirement:
Members must be 16 years old. Groups with minors must have 1 adult per 4 students. Please make note
that parents cannot bring minor children (under the age of 16 years) along with them.

Group Size Requirement:

The group must have no more than 10 members volunteering at 1 time. Exceptions to this rule may be
considered depending on day, date, and time requested. Exceptions to this rule will never be made on
weekends due to high volume of adoption traffic.

Group Volunteer Duties:
Groups do not choose what tasks they assist with. Tasks are given out based on what is needed at the time
of volunteering. Below you will find the most common tasks volunteers are asked to assist with.

=  Housekeeping Hounds -Perform the necessary duty of cleaning our laundry & dishes.

=  Feline Friends- These volunteers spend quality time petting, loving, and caring for our adoptable cats.

=  Canine Companions -These volunteers spend quality time petting, loving, caring for and teaching our adoptable dogs
over the age of 5 months.

= Baths and Basic Grooming

= Kennel Cleaning Assistants - These volunteers assist with kennel cleaning, room set up, and exercising animals while
their cages are being cleaned.

=  Yard Clean Up — Please understand that while working with dogs there is a good chance they will use the restroom.
Volunteers are asked to pick up after any dog they spend time with.

Note:
While we want groups to have fun while volunteering, the primary reason for accepting volunteers is because we

need help with our everyday tasks. Everyone in the group needs to be willing to help with any task that is asked of
them. We also need everyone in the group to stay on task. Each group member should be able to follow direction
very well and be comfortable with all animals in our shelter.

Group volunteer request forms must be filled out completely and turned in at least 1 month before the
volunteer date requested.
